With a $10,000 funding pool, we're here to support programs, initiatives or events that benefit the 

community and precinct of King St through improving social, environmental and economic 

outcomes. More specifically those which:

◼ Educate/upskill the community;

◼ Connect and strengthen relationships within the community;

◼ Assist the start up of community groups, programs, social enterprise;

◼ Celebrate the culture and history of the Brisbane Showgrounds area; and

◼ Activate public space (specifically Alexandria Park and the King St precinct). 

This program has been running since 2021 and has helped bring to life a number of initiatives, 

including the Alexandria Park Jazz Music Concerts by the Jazz Music Institute, the Laneway 

Murals by Space & Co, and the ‘Shop For Her’ social enterprise fashion boutique by Suited to 

Success.
